Draw another square to the left of the second
square from the top.




5.With scissors , cut along the outside edges of the shape. If you
printed the pattern and are gluing the box together, be careful not
to cut off the tabs!

6. Fold the paper. Follow along the inside lines, and fold the
paper
inward

7. Align the folds. The square on the very bottom should be folded
